The tuition for Midreshet AMIT for 2016-2017 (5777) is 95,000 NIS. Tuition includes dormitory facility, daily meals, all classes, shabbatonim, tiyulim, 24 hour security and medical insurance. 
Schedule of Payment:

The schedule of payment is as follows:

February 11, 2016:  Non-Refundable Registration Deposit of 12,000 NIS
May 1, 2016: Tuition Payment of 30,000 NIS
August 1, 2016: Tuition Payment of 30,000 NIS
November 1, 2016:  Tuition Payment of 23,000 NIS
Currency of Payment:

Fees are quoted in New Israeli Shekels (NIS). Fees received in other currencies will be credited toward the student’s account according to the rate published by the Bank of Israel. After the last payment is received, we will make an adjustment: if there is an overpayment you will receive a refund, and conversely, if there is still an outstanding shekel balance, you will need to send a final payment to us.

Method of Payment:

Payments can be made by credit card, postdated check or wire transfer.

Check: All checks must be postdated, made out to Midreshet AMIT and mailed to our office in Israel.
Wire Transfer: In order to send payment through a wire transfer, please email our office for detailed instructions.
Payment through Yeshiva University:

Students interested in joining the Yeshiva University Joint Israel Program must apply separately to Stern College. You must still send the 12,000 NIS non-refundable registration fee to our office in Israel by February 11th and then send a copy of the letter confirming your acceptance to the Joint Israel Program. All further tuition payments will then be made directly to YU, and you will need to submit proof of that payment to us. YU tuition must be paid in dollars and we will credit the shekel amount on the date that YU submits payment to Midreshet AMIT. After the last payment is received, we will make an adjustment: if there is an overpayment you will receive a refund, and conversely, if there is still an outstanding shekel balance, you will be billed for a final payment.

Tuition Refund Policy:
The 12,000 NIS registration deposit is non-refundable under any circumstances. As a participating member of the YU SDAJIP, and to maintain uniformity, we have adopted their refund policy for all AMIT students. Should a student leave, remaining tuition payments are refundable on a prorated basis per semester, according to the following schedule: Students who withdraw before the first day of classes are entitled to a 100% refund. Students who withdraw during the first week of the semester receive a 75% of tuition refund. Students who withdraw during the second week of the semester receive a 50% of tuition refund. Students who withdraw during the third week of the semester receive a 25% refund. No refund is given to a student who withdraws after the third week.
Please note that the tuition per semester is divided as follows:

55,000 NIS for the first semester (beginning September 8) 

40,000 NIS for the second semester (beginning January 22)
At any point throughout the year, if a student is asked to leave for not adhering to any of our school policies (outlined in our student handbook and reviewed at our student orientation), there will be no refund given.
